If you ever need help in school please speak to either the office
staff or any of the teaching or support staff including myself, Mrs Coleman (Deputy
head) or Mrs Jones (ALNCo) and we will do what we can to assist you. Our school
vision is 'As a community we learn, grow and achieve together' and we do want to
help but we are limited in time, funding and capacity as are all schools. Please
understand that we cannot assist you in all matters outside of school and education.

A quick reminder that footballs from home are not allowed in school. If your child
does bring one in, it will be confiscated until the end of the school day. The reason
for this is because it goes against our health & safety policy as it is an injury risk to
younger children. Thank you for your continued support with this.
